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What is elaimed is as follows:

tery, having provisions associated with the
first for ta.Eing high wattage eurrent from
the battecy to erank the motor through said
high leverage gearing, and with the second
circuit for delivering low wattage current
to charge the battery by wsing said secomd
set of gearing.

In a system of the charneter deseribed,
the combination with an internal combus-
tien engine, of & lighting system therefor
including electrie lamps adapted for ela-
tively low voltage current; a storage bat-
tery connected with said lighting svstem:
